It is a violation of federal laws to sell containers of Class I and Class II refrigerant of less than 20 lb of such refrigerant to anyone who is not properly trained and certified to operate approved refrigerant recycling equipment.�
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2.	Is the recycling and recovery equipment used for maintenance, service, or repair of appliances or during disposal of appliances certified by an approved equipment testing organization?�
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3.	Are Class I or II substances being used as a refrigerant not being vented to the atmosphere during maintenance, service, repair, or disposal of appliances?�

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4.	Has the facility submitted certification to the USEPA that it has acquired certified recovery or recycling equipment for the maintenance, service, or repair of appliances?�

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7.	Is system-dependent equipment not used with appliances normally containing more than 15 lb of refrigerant?�

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8.	When appliances, are opened for service, maintenance, or repair, is the refrigerant evacuated to either a system receiver or a certified recovery or recycling machine?�
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9.	When appliances are disposed of, is the refrigerant evacuated from the entire unit to a certified recovery or recycling machine?�
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10.	Are the following evacuation limits met when opening small appliances for maintenance, service or repair?


(	When recycling and recovery equipment manufactured prior to 15 Nov 93 is used, 80% of the refrigerant is recovered or the small appliance is evacuated to 4 in. of mercury vacuum


(	When recycling and recovery equipment manufactured after 15 Nov 93 is used, 90% of the refrigerant in the appliance is recovered when the compressor in the appliance is operating, or 80% of the refrigerant when the compressor is not operating or the small appliance is evacuated to 4 in. of mercury vacuum�
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11.	If the facility recovers refrigerant from MVACs and MVAC-like appliances for the purpose of disposal of the appliance, is the system pressure reduced to or below 102 mm [14 kPa] of Hg vacuum?�

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14.	Are other appliances normally containing more than 50 lb [23 kg] of refrigerant repaired if the appliance is leaking at a rate such that the loss of refrigerant will exceed 15 percent of the total charge during a 12-mo period?�
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15.	Have leaks been repaired within 30 days of discovery or within 30 days of when the leak should have been discovered (if the facility intentionally shielded themselves from information which would have revealed a leak)?�
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16.	Are persons who maintain, service, or repair appliances, except MVACs and persons who dispose of appliances, (except for small appliances, room air conditioners, MVACs and MVAC like appliances) certified through an approved technician certification program?





(NOTE:  Apprentices are exempt from this requirement if the apprentice is closely and continually supervised by a certified technician while performing any maintenance, service, repair, or disposal that could reasonably be expected to release refrigerant from appliances into the environment.)�
