Just do your part—It’s the right thing to do, and you really can make a difference.  The required effort is minimal, but the benefits are big!

THE FOUR Rs OF RECYCLING


Reduce - Stop waste before it becomes waste.  Avoid buying things with too much packaging.  If the packaging is necessary, reuse or recycle it.


Reuse - Buy products that can be reused.

Recycle - Collect recyclable materials and turn them in to be recycled.  Your efforts protect our natural resources and extend the landfills life.


ALUMINUM CANS 
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Aluminum is a valuable resource that can be recycled over & over.  It’s amazing!


Rinse Aluminum Cans and place in can crusher or hand carry to Tan Dumpster located outside building.


Rethink - Remember to buy recycled products and only the amount needed.  


Use recharged cartridges in laser printers, copiers, and fax machines.





SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS





HAZARDOUS WASTE
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Check the toxicity of a product before you buy, and choose the least toxic.


Leftover pesticides, household cleaners, paints, automotive fluids and other every day items can be hazardous.  Many of these products contain chemicals that are poisonous, corrosive or flammable.


If emptied down the sink or into a storm drain, these products will contaminate the environment.   


Recycle paints by turning-in to CE Self Help Service Store.


Make every effort to use all material purchased properly.


Turn-in Hazardous Materials to HSC/EME, Environmental Division, Ext. 3755.


AUTOMOTIVE PRODUCTS


�


Motor oil, antifreeze, brake fluid, coolants and batteries can endanger our health and the environment if improperly disposed.  Automotive products have become easier to recycle.


Motor Oil gets dirty with use, but once the dirt is removed, it can be used again with the same effectiveness as oil made from raw materials. Take used motor oil to the BAFB Auto Skills Center, or the Base Exchange Service Station.


For a small fee, the Auto Skills Center will accept oil filters.   


Antifreeze should be clear of debris and oil free before disposing at the BAFB Auto Skills Center. If you are changing out your antifreeze, don’t dump it into the street or drain.  Antifreeze does not break down easily, and the ethylene glycol can poison animals such as dogs, cats and aquatic life.  There is an ordinance prohibiting these types of pollutants from being discharged into the street, so dispose of antifreeze responsibly by putting it in clean containers and taking it to a collection point.


Recycle car batteries at the BAFB BX Service Station. Metal scrap dealers often buy used batteries, as do some battery dealers.  For all other batteries, i.e. Alkaline (AA, AAA, C or D), Nickel-Cadimum, Mercury, Lithium contact the Hazardous Waste Office at Ext. 3755. 


Leave your old tires with the dealer for recycling.


  


OFFICE PAPER
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RECYCLING this product helps reduce the amount of waste we send to the landfill.


REDUCING the USE of paper is even more beneficial, both to the environment and the pocketbook.


Here are some ideas for reducing the paper waste!


Make two sided copies


Route draft letters via e-mail instead of printing


Use e-mail instead of letters


Use the spell checker before printing a document


Use Print Preview before every print job


Expand the margins and reduce font size


Print 3 or 6 slides per page for PowerPoint briefing handouts


Reuse previous one sided documents for fax machines, copiers and printers.


RECYCLING CONTAINERS


2-Sort Container


Use the RECYCLE side TO DISPOSE: white paper, colored paper, envelopes including those with plastic windows, manila or pastel folders and even yellow stickies.  DO NOT deposit newspapers, magazines, tablet backings and heavy brown paper in this container, use the Champion Dumpster. 


The refuse side holds only trash.


CAN CRUSHER CONTAINER


Deposit only aluminum cans, these are emptied on a weekly basis. 


If your organization would like to keep proceeds from the cans for squadron funds or for a worthy charity, you may do so by placing a sign on the container, i.e. “FUNDRAISER”.  If you choose to do this, it will be the organization’s responsibility to empty the container as needed.  


DUMPSTERS


Dumpsters are located within a short distance of your building receiving the collection of recyclables and refuse.


Dumpster lids must be kept closed at all times, except when someone is depositing refuse or recyclables.


The light tan dumpster holds only cardboard, bagged paper, bagged cans and bagged plastics.  If you are bagging your own recyclables make sure you use clear plastic bags so the contents may be easily recognized by the material sorters and under no circumstances should the orange bio-hazard bags be used.


Cardboard is the only material that can be placed loose in the dumpster.


The dark brown dumpster will receive all other bagged waste.


OTHER MATERIAL


CARDBOARD


Break down cardboard and place by the 2-Sort container located in your Office Area or in the Tan Dumpster located outside of your Bldg.


CATALOGUES


Recycle catalogues in the Champion Dumpster located near the BX (old Via Stop).  


COMPUTER MANUALS


Deposit computer manuals in the Champion Dumpster located near the BX (old Via Stop).  


COMPUTER PAPER


Deposit computer paper in the 2-sort container located in your Office Area or at the Champion Dumpster located near the BX (old Via Stop).   


MAGAZINES


You will be able to recycle magazines into the Champion  Dumpster located near the BX (old Via Stop).


MISCELLANEOUS, MIXED PAPER


Deposit miscellaneous mixed paper which includes all glue-free colored paper into the 2-sort container located in office area. 


NEWSPAPER


You will be able to recycle newspaper into the Champion Dumpster located near the BX (old Via Stop).


PAINTS


Recycle paints at the BAFB, CE Self Help Service Center.


PALLETS


Return pallets to the BAFB, Logistics Office/LGSDD, Ext. 2212, or Bldg 1130 Open Storage Area.


PESTICIDES


Any unused pesticides should be turned into the Hazardous Waste Manager at Ext. 3755.
