THE AACA ORGANIZATION

The African-American Cultural Association, normally referred to as the AACA.  Founded in July 1993 by Chief Master Sergeant Fleming D. Mitchell, operates on Brooks Air Force Base as Type III private organization operating in accordance with provisions of AFI 34-123.  The organization is self-sustaining and is not an instrumentality of the United States Government. The AACA seeks to provide an outlet for all persons and an environment for peaceful and productive endeavors that will benefit and bring credit to the Brooks Air Force Base community, the United States Air Force and the nation. 

THE BERNARD P. RANDOLPH SCHOLARSHIP FUND

The African-American Cultural Association administers the fund annually awards scholarships to deserving students connected with Brooks AFB.  Students are required to submit an essay which is judged by an independent panel of reviewers.  The fund is named after the decorated General Bernard P. Randolph, a scholar, former commander of Air Force Systems Command (Brooks’ former Headquarters), and  distinguished African-American.
