TB SCENARIO # 1

23 y/o white male presents to the INH clinic with a 12mm PPD.  He had a negative PPD 18 months prior.

6 weeks ago the pt returned from an 8-week deployment with NATO.  He worked with and was billeted with African peacekeepers in Bosnia.

1. Is he positive? Why?

2. Should he be treated?

3. Is he infected?

4. What other work up should you get?

5. Pt. Also has active Hepatitis B. does this change your treatment Plan?

6. Would you test family members for both TB and Hep B?

7. Would your treatment change if the wife Had HIV, for the wife? For the husband?

8. What if the 1y/o son had a 5mm PPD, is this + and what special considerations would you have to consider if it is positive?

9. What if the Nanny is from a high-risk country? Does she need to be tested?

SCENARIO# 2

22y/o Dependent wife was just notified by the public health department that she was exposed to an active TB patient on an international flight, 4 weeks prior.

48 hours later her PPD is 14mm

1. Is she positive?

2. Do you treat?

3. What if she is pregnant?

4. What if she develops active disease and is pregnant?

5. What if she has had a BCG as a child does this affect your decision?

6. What if she is HIV+ and Pregnant?

7. What if the 2-y/o son was also on board and his PPD is 10mm? Is he positive? Should he be treated? What other tests should be done?

SCENARIO#3

30yr old Korean dependant wife presents to the INH clinic after a 2 month history of “bronchitis”, wt. Loss, and Malaise. The Pt was seen repeatedly at primary care by a number of doctors until and intern decided to place a PPD.  The PPD was 24mm and the CXR “suspicious”.  The patient presents to your office for evaluation. No public health history had been done.

1. Is this a positive PPD?

2. Is she active and infectious?

3. What rapid tests could be done?

4. What do you do if the preliminary sputum AFB is positive?

5. What if she tells you she was treated in Korea 5 years ago with INH for 4 months?

6. Who else do you check PPD’s on?

7. What if she works in Base daycare?

8. Do you test your office staff?

9. If the husband is 8mm is he positive?

10. What do you treat wife if the wife has MDR TB?

11. What are your options if the wife refuses treatment?

12. What happens if you do decide to treat the husband and 2 weeks later he presents with LFT’s in the thousands?

SCENARIO#4

19 y/o black male airmen presents with a 5mm PPD. He is a recent enlistment he grew up in New Orleans LA.  His grandmother raised him and passed away Last year of the “consumption”/ “craw craws”. The patients mother is incarcerated and “doing poorly” with a history of IV drug use.  The patient’s older sister (21) is dying from AIDS and TB.

1. Is he positive?

2. Do you treat?

3. What other tests would you order?

4. What if the CXR is normal and the pt. has sterile Pyuria?

5. What if the pt is HIV positive?

6. Do you test his roommates or squadron mates?
