SUBJECT:  USAF Aerospace Medicine Comprehensive Training Program








1.  The USAF Aerospace Medicine Service has developed a comprehensive training program that will meet all requirements for recertification of the NREMT-Basic.  I have included copies of the comprehensive training checklists for your files.





2.  The program will be conducted under direction of the Medical Treatment Facility’s appointed Medical Director and Course Coordinator.  Each Aerospace Medical Squadron commander will appoint an Aerospace Medicine program coordinator who will work closely with the established Program Personnel in the facility.  The appointed individual must submit an official letter of appointment and curriculum vitae to the local EMT Course Coordinator who will forward a copy to the USAF EMT Program Manager.  This information will be filed in the USAF EMT Program six-part folder.  There will be no additional site codes awarded for this program.  All requests for NREMT exams must be requested by the local EMT Course Coordinator.





3.  Each member completing this program will complete required continuing training items and the NREMT practical skills exam.  Documentation of training completion will be forwarded to the EMT Course Coordinator and Medical Director for validation before forwarding to NREMT.
