II  Committee Updates:

V Guest Speaker:  SSgt Honeycutt, AFRL 

Discussed test subject recruitment for the Altitude Chamber and Centrifuge.  Both areas help with studies for flight crews with various aircraft including the U2, F22 and NASA.  Altitude chamber subjects need to give at least one day a month, approximately 7-10 hours.  Centrifuge subjects need to give 1-3 visits a month for approximately 30-40 minutes each.
