II  Committee Updates:

A. Base/Community Involvement:  SSgt Zanders briefed on volunteer community projects: 

1. Adopt-A-Highway:  The contract is here and will be signed this week.  The council will have a one-mile stretch of highway on FM 1937 (410 south, exit Roosevelt) approximately 2 miles from 410.  All equipment (reflective vests, bags, and pokers) will be provided by TX Dept of Public Safety.  We will need 14-15 volunteers to get the road cleaned up.  It was suggested to do it on a Friday morning, go to lunch, and then report to work.  Chief Hollins encouraged this timing.  Our first clean-up session will be in November and every quarter thereafter.  

2.  Local Children’s Shelter:  Our event for Saturday, October 25th, 1230-1600 hours at St

Peter-St Joseph Children’s home on Mission Street is going well. We still need 3-4 more volunteers.  We are looking for at least 15.  The home has anywhere for 12-20 children aging from 2-17 years.  We will be doing arts and crafts with them. (painting with water colors on miniature pumpkins) and providing snacks.  If anyone would like to help out other than NCO council members, contact SSgt Zanders.  The flyer with the address is being sent out to all volunteers this coming week.  See you there!

3.  Days of Caring event:  It went very well.

This event is to honor Brooks City-Base contributions to the “Space Race” started in 1963 with President Kennedy declaring the US will have a man on the moon by the end of the decade.  The event will include a guest speaker with a luncheon and evening reception; it is by invitation only; More to follow. 

D. TSgt Pratt discussed Air Force Sergeant’s Association and the membership drive. We have a

small chapter and may be combining with Randolph or Lackland.

E. SSgt Rogers attended the last Airman’s Council Meeting; the members are having a hard

V Guest Speaker:  Chief Hollins 

A. Brooks City-Base residents have not been paying rent on time, approximately $18,000 is due

to the BDA; 1st Sgts are being contacted.  Also, yards are not being cut and look messy – first impressions of our housing to visitors is on-going.  Base residents have to comply with housing rules 

B. Driving on base: the speed limit is 30 mph; 

Last Thursday, 9 Oct 03, at 0630 hours, on the road in front of the Gym, a car was speeding and could have hit several folks who were running for the Weekly Commander’s run.  The person’s license was identified and notification was made to the person and their first sergeant.  The road by EMEDS is another area where speeding is noted; San Antonio Police can issue speeding tickets on base; Be Careful 

C. Entry to Brooks City-Base:  100% Identification checks will be conducted at the main gate

during dusk hours; new stickers are being distributed; temporary passes will be issued to rental vehicles and TDY personnel. These items were asked for by Brooks personnel and were approved.  Also, towing will be enforced for areas with “tow away zones” signs; i.e. the space in front of Sidney’s 

D.  Spouse Appreciation Day is being considered.  Military members will get the opportunity to

invite their spouses to work for the day and show them what we do and how we do it; a luncheon is also being planned; The Family Support Center is the POC for this event

service; Any problems should be noted and sent to the unit’s First Sergeants as soon as possible.  Several folks stated their uniforms were lost, damaged, stained, and had odors.  All complaints will be forwarded to Chief Hollins and he will contact AAFES.
