AFSA Update

New Chapter 1077 Officers:

 Current Legislation  

 The AFSA is currently lobbying to allow service members who declined the Veterans Education Assistance Program (VEAP) to convert to Montgomery G.I. Bill (MGIB). Representative Dave Camp (R, MI) has introduced H.R. 879 to address this issue; and to date the bill currently has 42 co-sponsors. There is no Senate companion bill. 
 The AFSA is currently lobbying to lower the retirement age from 60 to 55. H.R 742 now has 162 co-sponsors; however S. 1035 only has 11 co-sponsors. Active duty members, retirees and their families can assist with this initiative by writing letters and making calls on behalf of our reserve component members.
Uniformed Services Divorce Equity Act of 2003

to revise the rules relating to the court-ordered amount  of the retired pay of members of the uniformed services to former spouses, and for other purposes

  
Part of AFSA’s legislative platform is to amend the Uniformed Services Former Spouses Protection Act. Signed into law on September 8, 1982 (Public Law 97-252), the USFSPA was made retroactive to June 25, 1981 with the intent to provide former spouses with monetary support and other benefits for their support of the military member while on active duty. However, AFSA believes that the current application of the law is outside the bounds that were originally put in place to provide for the former spouse and have since been distorted to unfairly target the military member. The following piece of legislation would amend the current law.
