Common uses

Used commonly as an astringent, treatment for sore throat and mucous membrane inflammation, topical antiseptic and anti-inflammatory.   Used internally for gastroenteritis and intestinal upset.

Actions

Elaborates tannins, flavonoids and organic acids.  Reputed to have diuretic effects when used internally.  Known to cause constipation when used in large doses.  

Toxicity

Case reports of photodermatitis exist.  Theoretical risk of potentiation of effects of diuretics.  Generally considered non-toxic.
