Terms

Host Operations System Management: (HOSM) maintains flight records and publishes aeronautical orders

Special Operational Duty: (Not an aircrew member)

Air Traffic Controllers

Weapons Controllers

Missile Launch Crew

Rated Officer: Also known as aviation service personnel. They include pilots, navigators, and flight surgeons

AF 1042 - Flight Surgeon

Just see the patient, sign and date the form…

Key to success: Learn your local system ASAP

Put a technician in your back pocket

Purpose of AF Form 1042:

Medical recommendation made by the examining physician. 

Used to convey medical qualification for flying/special operational duty

Outlined in AFI 48-123, chapter 9

Know your system- How do they "do" things at YOUR base?

Handwritten/Hand carried

Form Flow

Electronic transmission

When to complete an AF form 1042

1. Member is found medically unfit to perform duties (DNIF)

2. Member is found medically fit to return to duties (RTFS)

3. Member is found medically qualified by appropriate review authority following disqualification (waiver)

4. Following an initial or periodic medical exam, PHA

5. Incoming clearance to a new base

6. Following an aircraft mishap

7. Clearance for foreign military personnel. NATO “medical statement”; Preexisting conditions waived by parent nation will be excepted unless…AFI 48-123

Distribution (4 copies)

Original to health records

One copy to local Host Operations System Management (HOSM) within 10 working days

One copy to the individual

One copy to the squadron

Transient personnel: send original and 2 copies to the individuals home base for distribution

Miscellaneous

Remarks section:

-Put a diagnosis for non-sensitive conditions

-Put “on-going medical care” for sensitive conditions

List duty restrictions if applicable: No SOF…or May perform SOF duties…

Ensure patient signs AF Form 1042

Record of Action - AF form 1041

Flight surgeons office maintains monthly log of restrictions/re-qualifications

Initial clearances, and examinations are not entered on this log

New log started on the first day of each month

Carry over those members not cleared by the end of the previous month

THE LINE

These tools (1042 and 1041 log) help them with their schedules

Don’t get “sucked” into treating the mission over the patient!

Avoid underestimating DNIF duration
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
