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COLONEL COURTNEY D. SCOTT JR.


Colonel Courtney D. Scott Jr. is Commander and Dean of the U.S. Air Force School of Aerospace Medicine (USAFSAM), 311th Human Systems Wing, Brooks City-Base, Texas. This organization is the center for aeromedical education, training, and consultation in direct support of Air Force, Department of Defense, and allied nations’ aerospace operations. It provides peacetime and contingency support in areas of hyperbarics, human performance enhancement, dental investigations, aeromedical evacuation and environmental quality. It trains more than 5,000 students annually, maximizing more than $171 million in educational assets.

Colonel Scott earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Nautical Science at the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy in 1969 and was commissioned an ensign in the U.S. Naval Reserve. He helped sustain the war effort with numerous voyages to Viet Nam and other areas of Southeast Asia. Following his merchant marine career, he earned a Master of Science degree in Biology from Baylor University, Waco, Texas, in 1975. He then earned his Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine degree from the Texas College of Osteopathic Medicine in Fort Worth, Texas, in 1979. He completed a one-year general rotating internship in 1980 at Eastmoreland Hospital, Portland, Ore.

Prior to entering the Air Force, he was engaged in the private practice of medicine as a rural general practitioner in Priest River, Idaho, and in Grand Junction, Colo. He entered the Air Force in 1986 from his position as Chief of the Medical Staff, Community Hospital in Grand Junction.

Colonel Scott’s first Air Force assignment was at the U.S. Air Force Academy where he served as Chief of the Emergency Room for two years prior to transitioning to flight medicine. In 1989 he was selected for training as a resident in aerospace medicine (RAM). He completed his Master of Public Health degree at the University of Texas Houston School of Public Health (satellite branch) in San Antonio, Texas, in 1990. Following completion of the residency, Colonel Scott served as Chief of Aeromedical Service at Pope Air Force Base, N.C. While stationed at Pope, he was the JTF PROVIDE RELIEF Surgeon from December 1992 through February 1993. 

In August 1993 he became Chief of Aerospace Medicine, Headquarters Air Mobility Command, Scott Air Force Base, Ill. In December 1995 he moved to Bolling Air Force Base, D.C., where he served first as Chief of Operational Medicine and then as Chief of Physical Standards at the Air Force Medical Operations Agency. In 1998 he was selected as Group Commander of the 4404th(P) Medical Group, Prince Sultan Air Base, Saudi Arabia. This group stood up as the 363rd Expeditionary Medical Group; thus he was the first expeditionary medical group commander in the Air Force. He then served as Commander of the 86th Medical Group, Ramstein Air Base, Germany, through July 2001.

In August 2001 Colonel Scott became Chief of the Aerospace Medicine and Readiness Division, Office of the Command Surgeon, Headquarters Air Mobility Command, Scott Air Force Base, Ill. He assumed his current position at USAFSAM in June 2003.
