USING THE PRECISION VISION CHARTS

Chart SETUP

1. Physical Description

a.  9” X 14” Illuminator Cabinet

b. 5 Leg Castor Base

c. High Contrast Visual Acuity Chart (two versions)

d. 5% Contrast Visual Acuity Chart (two versions)

2. Test Lighting

a. Illuminator Cabinet provides backlighting for VA charts

b. No other room light during testing

3. Test Distance

a. Chart designed for 4 meter test distance (patient to chart)

i. 4 meters = 13 feet

ii. If set at 4 meters,
VA range = 20/10 to 20/125

iii. If set at 2 meters, 
VA range = 20/20 to 20/250

iv. If set at 1 meter,
VA range = 20/40 to 20/500

b. Recommend permanent markers on the floor for chart placement. This allows quick and accurate placement, if chart is shared between offices or if moved to expand Minimum VA range.

c. Recommend purchasing additional charts and cabinets, if used in multi-provider locations.

EXAMINATION (VA Measurement)

1.  Recommend using “PRK RECORDING FORMS”

a. Available on (https://chppm-www.apgea.army.mil/doem/vision/AirForce/)        AF Optometry Website, Refractive Surgery Page: “PRK RECORDING FORMS” 

2. Circle letters correctly read and “X” missed letters

3. Must read correctly at least one row containing 5 letters (3rd row down)

a. It is assumed that patient can read the letters above the 1st 5-letter row correctly read. 

4. If unable to read at least the 3rd row down completely, decrease chart distance

5. Do not need to begin at top of chart

a. If patient reports that they can easily read several 5-letter rows, have them begin reading at two rows above the smallest letter row they think they can read.

6. Encourage patient to read every letter they think they can correctly identify.

(VA SCORING)

7. Score is based on TOTAL NUMBER of LETTERS READ with the count beginning at the top of the chart.

a. Begin count at first letter (left to right) top row 

b. Continue, adding every letter read correctly 

8. If using the “PRK RECORDING FORMS”

a. The column to the left of the VA letters provides a running count; i.e. row 1 – 3 letters, row 2 – 7 letters, row 3 – 12 letters

9. VA determined by matching total number of letters read to calculated VA (see far left columns on “PRK RECORDING FORMS”)

a. Table on each recording sheet is based on 4-meter test distance.

b. Corrected VA for 1 or 2 meter test distances is available on “test distance” tab of the “PRK RECORDING FORMS” spreadsheet.
