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Section I - Role and Scope of Practice – Professional Nurse

Consistent with the Ohio Nurse Practice Act and the rules and regulations of the Ohio Board of Nursing (Section 4723, Ohio Revised Code), the registered nurse (hereinafter referred to as the professional nurse) assumes accountability for the delivery of nursing care within the institution.  The professional nurse prescribes, delivers, coordinates, integrates and evaluates nursing care services related to the identified need of patients admitted to The University Hospital as well as those receiving care in outpatient clinics and the home settings consistent with established standards of care.  Professional nurses may delegate specific nursing tasks to licensed practical nurse and trained unlicensed assistive personnel.  Legally, however, the professional nurse is held accountable for all delegated nursing tasks, as outlined in the Ohio Board of Nursing Delegation and Standards of Practice Rules, effective December 1, 1995 (Section 4723, Ohio Revised Code and Administrative Code).
