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Section I - Role and Scope of Practice – Professional Respiratory Care Practitioner

Consistent with the rules and regulations of the Ohio Board of Respiratory Care Practitioners and Section 4761 of the Ohio Revised Code, the licensed respiratory care practitioner (hereinafter referred to as the professional respiratory care practitioner) assumes accountability for the delivery of physician prescribed respiratory care services to patients admitted to the institution as well as those receiving care on an outpatient basis.  The professional respiratory care practitioner enhances patient outcomes through a broad base of assessment skills, expertise in cardiopulmonary modalities, and a general multi-system knowledge of infants as well as adults.  The professional respiratory care practitioner may delegate specific respiratory care activities to respiratory care practitioners holding a limited or temporary license.
